Current Events
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	Every six weeks you will turn in current events.  You may find these articles in newspapers, magazines (such as Newsweek or Time), or legitimate internet sites that discuss current news (such as www.cnn.com or www.msnbc.com ).  You can also go to my website to find links for good current events articles: http://classroom.cumbyisd.net/webs/jperez/home.htm.  You can get to this website from Cumby ISD’s website under high school.

Procedure:
Each six weeks you will find articles relating to specific government principles or other important topics (see the following page).  Once you find the articles, cut out or print out the articles, then complete the current events article analysis page.  You will write about the following:

· WHO is involved
· WHEN the event occurred
· WHERE it took place
· WHAT happened
· WHY it happened
· HOW it relates to the topic

· SOURCE (magazine title, newspaper title or website title)
· TITLE (of the article)
· AUTHOR (name or AP – associated press)
· DATE
· PAGE #s and/or the exact internet address
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Due dates and topics (unless otherwise notified):

1st 6 wks:  Wednesday September 14th
	Federalism – sharing of powers between state and national (federal) government

· Turn in 2 articles:  1 article showing the state government at work & 1 articles showing the national (federal) government at work


2nd 6 wks:  Wednesday October 19th
Propaganda - information (stories, pictures, or political cartoons) giving only one side of an argument – meant to persuade
Republicanism – people exercise their power in government by voting

· Turn in 2 articles:  1 article or political cartoon showing propaganda & one article showing republicanism


3rd 6 wks: Wednesday November 16th 
Checks and Balances – each branch of government can exercise checks or controls on the other branches

Limited Government – everyone must obey the law, even those in powerful positions, such as the president

· Turn in 2 articles:  1 article showing an example of individual rights and 1 article showing how government is limited


4th 6 wks: Wednesday February 8th
	Separation of Powers – the powers of the government are divided between three branches

· Turn in 3 ARTICLES:  1 article showing the executive branch at work, 1 article showing the legislative branch at work, and 1 article showing the judicial branch at work


5th 6 wks: Wednesday April 4th

	Popular Sovereignty – government in which the people rule, as Americans we govern ourselves

Individual Rights – personal freedoms & privileges, such as those given in the Bill of Rights

· Turn in 2articles:  both articles should show how people have the power in our government


6th 6 wks: Wednesday May 9th 

· Turn in 2 articles:  you may choose 2 different topics from the list above.
· Make sure you clearly label the topic you have chosen!
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
