


Classroom Policies

1.  Be in your seat and quietly working before the bell rings.

2.   Be prepared for class.

Grading Policies

** I DO NOT GIVE GRADES, YOU EARN THEM **

DAILY GRADES will make up 50% of your 6 weeks grade.  You will have at least 10.  
These will include:

· Participation (in group or class discussions, staying on task, and encouraging others)

· Bell Ringers

· Quizzes (approximately 1 per week over vocabulary, reading, discussions, people, etc...)

· Daily Assignments

MAJOR TEST GRADES will make up 50% of your 6 weeks grade.  You will have at 
least 2 every grading period.

1.  LATE ASSIGNMENTS:  When a paper is late the highest grade you will receive is a 70.  
Work that is more than a week late will receive a grade no higher than a 50.

2.  MAKE UP WORK:  If you are absent please check the make-up folder for missed 
assignments.  Talk to the teacher to discuss due dates, and to schedule a time to 
make up missed quizzes or tests.  It is your responsibility to take care of this in a 
timely manner.

3. Throughout the year you will be assigned larger projects.  These projects will be 
worth more depending on the size of the project.  The grading procedure for these 
projects will be explained once assigned.   

4.  Work that is not written legibly will not be graded.

5.  Cheating of any kind will not be tolerated.
