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	Every six weeks you will turn in 2 current events.  You may find these articles in newspapers, magazines (such as Newsweek or Time), or legitimate internet sites that discuss current news (such as www.cnn.com or www.msnbc.com ).  You can also go to my website to find links for good current events articles: http://classroom.cumbyisd.net/webs/jperez/home.htm.  You can get to this website from Cumby ISD’s website under high school.

Procedure:
Each six weeks you will 2 find articles relating to specific regions of the world (see the following page).  Once you find the articles, cut out or print out the articles, then you will write about the following information on the current events analysis sheet:

· SOURCE (magazine title, newspaper title or website title)
· TITLE (of the article)
· AUTHOR (name or AP – associated press)
· DATE
· PAGE #s and/or the exact internet address

· WHO is involved
· WHEN the event occurred
· WHERE it took place (country and continent
· WHAT happened
· WHY it happened
· What type of government system does this country have?
· Briefly describe 2 aspects of the culture in this country (major language, religion, beliefs, and / or customs.
· What is your opinion about the event?

Finally, you will label the location of the events (city, country, and continent) on a map you will get from the teacher.  You must include major oceans, seas, and at least one major river.
In order to get full credit you must include all of the information listed above with each current event article.  This may be typed or nicely hand written.
